The Demo-version is a test site and a teaching
site for the live version
• It works exactly the same except no data are

saved overnight
• and hence no data or statistics are available

• Normally all hospitals (and doctors) can access 
their own data 

• The full data base may be accessed at an 
aggregate level



• Although not yet implemented (2014-05-27)
• The pediatric module may be tested
• The spine module may be tested



In addition to the data entered by the doctor(s)
PROM-data is also entered:
• Eq5D (by recall (day =0) and 1 year
• SMFA (by recall and 1 year)

Patients are mailed PROM-forms and these are
returned to the SFR (not to the treating unit)

Go to registration



Enter patients ID-number (yyyymmdd-xxxx)
Since this is a demo, fake numbers are provided - scroll down the page
(normally all ID:s are verified on line with the Swedish tax authorites)



At the bottom of the page you just klick any of these mock patients
Note: All entries are cleared from the Demo data base every night
Note: For Pt:s between 10 & 20 y - they may have to be classified according to
the pediatric scheme – hence an additional question appears: open or closed
physes



Red panel: enter injury data. Once done - press Spara (save) to proceed

Close this patient
Activate ”tool tips”



Open next panel to register fracture(s)



Yellow panel: enter fracture data



Press Spara (save) and you may open next panel to register treatment (behandling)

Another fracture may be registered (from the same injury – start at the red panel for 
the particular injury)



Green panel = treatment, press ”Spara” to save.
A new treatment may be entered (start at yellow panel for the specific fracture)



One of the questions is about the ”type” of treatment

Non-op
Op as 1:st choice
Op after failed non-op
Planned 2:nd procedure
Re-op (nonunion)
Re-op (malunion)
Re-op (infection)
Re-op (changed treatment plan)
Re-op (wrong diagnosis)
Re-op (implant failure etc)

When panels are collapsed you will get an overview of the patients injuries,
Fractures and procedures. 
Late procedures (even years later) are added to the specific fracture generated
and its specified injury-
